Complete this application and return it to Millikin’s Office of Admission. Eligible applicants are assured of full consideration if this application is received by 
February 15th.

SELECTION PROCESS:

The scholarship selection process will be coordinated by the Office of Admission at Millikin University in accordance with the guidelines outlined in this 
scholarship description. In all cases, preference for receiving the scholarship will be given to dependants of Caterpillar Inc. employees and/or students 
majoring in business who have demonstrated a financial need and high potential for academic success. Total gift assistance given to scholarship recipients 
may not exceed the recipient’s annual tuition costs.
