looking at 2006
The Millikin men's golf team is working its way to the top of the CCIW. After a third-place finish in 2004, the Big
Blue moved up to second place in 2005 under second-year head coach Patrick Etherton. In 2006, the golf team
will be in control of its own destiny as it looks forward to the opportunity to add Millikin's 19th CCIW
Championship in men's golf.

Etherton's 14-man roster consists of five seniors, eight juniors and two freshmen, with five letter winners
returning. Leading the returning players are senior three-year letter winners Corey Choate and Josh Mulligan. 

Choate took individual medallist honors at the 2005 CCIW Championships, improving on his 11th place
finish in 2004. Consistently near the top of Millikin's finishers, Choate also finished Top 3 at Principia (2nd),
Eureka (1st), Millikin Spring Opener (3rd) and the Big Blue Classic (tied for 3rd). 

Mulligan returns after winning at Millikin's Big Blue Classic and Principia. In 2005 he tied for 12th at the
CCIW Championships. Another consistent scorer, Mulligan also finished first at Principia. 

Senior Jon Kent is another of Millikin's top CCIW finishers from a year ago, returning after tying for 15th
at the CCIW Championships. Other returning players looking to move into the Top 5 are juniors Mark Armon,
Mike Capraro, Thilo Fiedler, Wes Lugten, John Miller, Mike Pariso and Robert Tanakatsubo as well as seniors
Thomas Conway and Matt Sturgeon.

The Big Blue will also look to its three newcomers for additional depth - junior transfer Matt Brandt and
freshmen Tyler Krager and Justin Miller will all be vying for a spot in Millikin's Top 5. 

The Big Blue's most recent CCIW title came in the 2000 season after winning back-to-back champi-
onships in 1997 and 1998. The 2006 season kicks off March 17-18 at the Millikin Spring Opener in Taylorville,
Ill.

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Griswold Physical Education Center 
Griswold Center is perfect for the intercollegiate athlete or intramu-
ral player. The Center provides a gymnasium to seat 3,052, a run-
ning track and three regulation-size basketball courts. Millikin hosts
several high school tournaments and games including the annual
IHSA Class A Supersectionals. Recent renovations include new

bleachers on the west side, a fresh
coat of paint, a new gym floor design
and new scoreboards.

The men’s and women’s basketball,
women’s volleyball and men’s
wrestling teams also compete in
Griswold Center’s gym and its six-
lane McIntosh Pool is home to the
Big Blue men’s and women’s swim
teams. The building also houses
classrooms, staff offices, athletic

training facilities and locker rooms.
Just north of Griswold Center, Millikin’s

track & field teams take advantage of 1997
renovations that included an eight-lane, all-
weather track. The USATF Youth Athletic
Championships were held on the track in
both 2000 and 2001 and Millikin also hosted
the NCAA Division III Outdoor Track & Field
Championships in 2001 and 2004. 

Several Big Blue teams make use of off-campus facilities. The men’s and
women’s tennis teams play and practice at the Fairview Park Tennis Complex, located just across the street from
campus. The men’s and women’s golf teams frequent the city’s three golf courses while the Big Blue baseball pro-
gram calls Sunnyside Park home. The softball team plays its home games at Borg-Warner Sports Complex while the
cross country teams do most of their training at Fairview
Park on the paved, grass and dirt trails that trace the his-
toric Interurban Railway. The trails lead through Kiwanis
Park to the Macon County Conservation District Bikeway
to the Rock Springs Environmental Center. 

Decatur Indoor S port s Center (DISC) at Millikin
Constructed in January 2000
in conjunction with the
Decatur Park District, the
DISC is a 87,000 square foot,
on-campus athletic facility. 

The DISC's new weight
rooms are the perfect place
for the serious athlete or
amateur to work up a sweat.
Upstairs facilities include
machine weights and cardio-
vascular equipment while the
lower-level room provides an expanse of free-weights
and dumbbells. The DISC also features a 200-meter
indoor running track and indoor soccer and basket-
ball facilities as well as a rock climbing wall. For
more information on the DISC, call 217.429.3472.
