What James Millikin envisioned when he
founded the University in 1901 was
unique: the university would embrace the
"practical" side of learning along with the
"literary and classical;" and, while affiliated
with the Presbyterian Church, it would not
be narrowly "sectarian" and would remain
open to all.

The result is one of the nation's first
small, comprehensive universities that, a
century later, has four colleges and
schools: College of Arts and Sciences,
College of Fine Arts, School of Nursing
and Tabor School of Business.

With an enrollment of approximately
2,400 students, Millikin is a devoted part-
ner to the Decatur-area community. Its
students learn through real-world projects
and learn to see connections with other
academic disciplines to demonstrate the
diversity of human experience, the interac-
tions between technology and society....
They learn about themselves and others,
developing a respect for differences and
for the dignity of all.

The University subscribes to the phi-
losophy of the NCAA Division Il and offers
no scholarships for athletes, but Millikin
has enjoyed a broad and successful ath-
letics program for many years. Teams and
individuals in every sport have earned
national recognition. More than 50 percent
of Millikin students are involved in athletics
at some point during their collegiate
careers.

Sports for women include cross country,
tennis, volleyball, basketball, soccer,
swimming, softball, indoor and outdoor
track & field and golf. Sports for men
include cross country, football, soccer,
basketball, swimming, wrestling, golf,
indoor and outdoor track & field and base-
ball.

The Millikin men's golf team is hoping to improve on last season's third-place College Conference of Illinois
and Wisconsin (CCIW) finish as first-year head coach Patrick Etherton will try to guide his squad back to the

Returning all six of the team's 2004 letter winners, Etherton's squad returns with plenty of experience.
Etherton's 19-man roster sport only one senior while boasting seven capable juniors.

"l am very excited about having everyone back this year. The team is a very tight-knit group of guys who
are extremely determined and very goal oriented this year," Etherton said. "I look forward to having these
same guys for the next two years and think we can have some real success as a team."

Leading the returning players are junior two-year letter winners Corey Choate, Mark Linton and Josh

Choate and Linton each finished with Millikin's top score in three of last year's seven tournaments, while
Mulligan was the low scorer in the other. Linton was the top CCIW finisher in 2004, finishing fifth for Millikin.
He shot his low 36-hole score of 150 at Wartburg and finished below 155 on three separate occasions.

Choate tied for 11th at the 2004 CCIW Championships, but finished in the top three at Augustana (tied
2nd), Big Blue Classic (Tied 3rd) and Millikin Opener (Tied 4th). Mulligan returns after tying for a share of
ninth at the CCIW Championships. He recorded an 36-hole 150 at the Millikin Opener to finish second and
posted two 150s on the season. Five of Mulligan's seven 36-hole scores came in under 155 a year ago.

Juniors Thomas Conway and Jon Kent also return after earning their first letters in 2004. Conway played
in six tournaments for the Big Blue, recording a low 36-hole score of 149 at the Big Blue Classic to tie for
seventh place. Conway tied for 11th at the CCIW Championships and had only one tournament score over
160 on the year. Kent returns after seeing action in three of Millikin's seven 2004 competitions.

Also back for Etherton is sophomore Mike Pariso. Pariso tied for 8th at the Millikin Spring Opener for his
best finish of the season (154). His low 36-hole score came at Wartburg where he recorded a 150 and tied

Other returners in 2005 looking to secure a spot in the Top-5 are senior Tony Montagano; juniors Kyle
Lane and Matt Sturgeon; and sophomores Mark Armon, Mike Capraro, Thilo Fiedler, Darin Ledbetter, Wes

The Big Blue will also look to add to its depth in 2005 with the addition of three freshmen - Tyler Fates,
Nick Trimpe and Josh Turnball. All three were accomplished high school golfers and should fit nicely into the

"We have a very talented group of freshmen that will have an opportunity to compete and help us
become a better team this spring and in the future," Etherton said.

Millikin won its last CCIW title in 2000 after wining back-to-back championships in 1997 and 1998. The
2005 season kicks off on March 18-19 at the Millikin Spring Opener in Taylorville, Il

Griswold Physical Education Center

Griswold Center is perfect for the intercollegiate athlete or intramu-
ral player. The Center provides a gymnasium to seat 4,000, a run-
ning track and three regulation-size basketball courts. Millikin hosts
several high school tournaments and games including the annual
IHSA Class A Girls and Boys Supersectionals.

The men’s and women’s basket-
ball, women'’s volleyball and men’s
wrestling teams also compete in
Griswold Center’'s gym and its six-
lane Mclintosh Pool is home to the
Big Blue men’s and women'’s swim
teams. The building also houses
classrooms, staff offices, athletic
training facilities and locker rooms.

Just north of Griswold Center,
Millikin’s track & field teams take
advantage of 1997 renovations that included
an eight-lane, all-weather track. The USATF
Youth Athletic Championships were held on
the track in both 2000 and 2001 and Millikin
also hosted the NCAA Division Ill Outdoor
Track & Field Championships in 2001 and
2004.

Several Big Blue teams make use

of off-campus facilities. The women'’s tennis
teams play and practice at the Fairview Park Tennis Complex, located just across

the street from campus. The men’s and women'’s golf teams frequent the city’s three golf courses while the Big Blue
baseball program calls Sunnyside Park home. The softball team plays its home games at Borg-Warner Sports
Complex while the cross country teams do most of their training at Fairview Park on the paved, grass and dirt trails

that trace the historic Interurban Railway. The trails lead
through Kiwanis Park to the Macon County Conservation
District Bikeway to the Rock Springs Environmental Center.
The soccer teams play on fields just south of the DISC.

Decatur Indoor S ports Center (DISC) at Millikin
Constructed in January 2000 in conjunction with the

Decatur Park District, the DISC
is a 87,000 square foot, on-
campus athletic facility.

The DISC's new weight
rooms are the perfect place for
the serious athlete or amateur
to work up a sweat. Upstairs
facilities include machine
weights and cardiovascular
equipment while the lower-level
room provides an expanse of
free-weights and dumbbells.

The DISC also features a 200-meter indoor running
track.
