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What James Millikin envisioned when he
founded the University in 1901 was
unique: the university would embrace the
"practical" side of learning along with the
"literary and classical;" and, while affiliated
with the Presbyterian Church, it would not
be narrowly "sectarian" and would remain
open to all. 

The result is one of the nation's first
small, comprehensive universities that, a
century later, has four colleges and
schools: College of Arts and Sciences,
College of Fine Arts, School of Nursing
and Tabor School of Business. 

With an enrollment of approximately
2,400 students, Millikin is a devoted part-
ner to the Decatur-area community. Its
students learn through real-world projects
and learn to see connections with other
academic disciplines to demonstrate the
diversity of human experience, the interac-
tions between technology and society….
They learn about themselves and others,
developing a respect for differences and
for the dignity of all. 

The University subscribes to the phi-
losophy of the NCAA Division III and offers
no scholarships for athletes, but Millikin
has enjoyed a broad and successful ath-
letics program for many years. Teams and
individuals in every sport have earned
national recognition. More than 50 percent
of Millikin students are involved in athletics
at some point during their collegiate
careers. 

Sports for women include cross country,
tennis, volleyball, basketball, soccer,
swimming, softball, indoor and outdoor
track & field and golf. Sports for men
include cross country, football, soccer,
basketball, swimming, wrestling, golf, 
indoor and outdoor track & field and base-
ball.

Big Blue head coach Jim Mills begins his 14th season in 2005 with a 274-200-1 (.578) career record as his team finished
24-21 in the 2004 season. Prior to being named head coach, Mills served five years as a Millikin assistant coach under
Bryce Boston, the team's first coach. Mills' teams have earned seven top-3 finishes in the College Conference of Illinois and
Wisconsin (CCIW). His 1994 team also earned an NCAA Division III National Tournament berth, going 2-2.

Assist ant Coach Jim Dodd
Jim Dodd returns the Big Blue coaching staff for the third year in 2005. Dodd, who has been coaching one sport or another
for the past 38 years, retired from PPG Industries in March 2000. Dodd has coached basketball, football, baseball and soft-
ball throughout the years, and brings softball coaching experience from Bethany, Bement and Cerro Gordo. He also played
fast-pitch softball for more than 20 years on teams in Decatur, Sullivan and Cerro Gordo. Has coached the semi-pro Decatur
Bears football team as well as high school football at Eisenhower.

Assist ant Coach Gerald Helm
Gerald Helm takes to the Big Blue softball field for the first season in 2005. A former member of the Decatur Merchants fast-
pitch softball team, Helm currently serves as the assistant basketball coach at Tri-City H.S. In football, he played football for
the semi-professional Decatur Bears and also served as the team's offensive line coach for one season. He has also
coached girls basketball, spending four years as a youth coach at Cerro Gordo.

Assist ant Coach T om Scott
Assistant Coach Tom Scott returns for his fourth season in 2005. He brings considerable experience to the team, having
coached at Clinton, Urbana University, Mendon Unity and Mahomet-Seymour High Schools. A Physical Education instructor
and driver's education coordinator at Clinton, Scott earned a master's degree from ISU in Educational Administration and
Foundation in August 2002. He received his bachelor's degree in physical education from Eastern Illinois University. A native
to Thomasboro, Scott went on to play semi-pro baseball for the Paxton Swedes, which was part of the Eastern Illinois
Baseball League from 1980-89. Last summer he served as a coach for Danville’s 12-under ECI Dynamite.

big blue coaching records
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looking at 2005
After a 24-21 record in 2004, a solid group of returning starters return to anchor key positions for the Big Blue softball team in 2005. 

Four athletes who earned All-CCIW honors a year ago will provide a core group for head coach Jim Mills to try to build a contender
around. Mills also welcomes back his top four hitters (.300+) from 2004 - sophomore Katie
Wood (.353), senior Lacey Dively (.352), sophomore Amber Rock (.326) and senior Molly
Householder (.313) and two of his three starting pitchers from last year's team. 

Householder, Millikin's lone All-CCIW first teamer a year ago, returns at shortstop and is
expected to anchor the left side of the infield next to junior Rachel Wanderer (a second-team
pick in 2003). Householder hit .313 and finished second on the team with 20 runs scored in
2004 after earning second-team all-conference honors as a sophomore. A speedy runner with a
solid arm, she stole seven bases and finished her junior year with a .939 fielding percentage.
Wanderer had eight doubles last season to go with her 13 RBI. With only four errors in 64
attempts, she finished the year with a .964 fielding percentage.

On the right side of the infield, Rock returns at second base and senior Katie Honselman is
expected to see considerable time at first base for the second straight year. A second-team All-
CCIW pick in 2004, Honselman had a .402 slugging percentage while picking up 16 RBI and
her 10 doubles were tied for the best on the team. Rock, who stole 14 of the 15 bases she
attempted in 2004, tied a handful of single-game records a year ago including stolen bases (4),
steal attempts (4) and putouts (17). She started all 42 games she played in 2004, hitting .326
with 26 runs scored.

In the outfield, Mills has several athletes to choose from. Junior Jennifer Forrest, a second-
team All-CCIW pick in 2004, will likely roam centerfield for the season with seniors Renee
Nelson and Lacey Dively splitting time in right field. On the left side, Hallie Johnson, Ashley
Smith and Wood will be fighting for playing time.

Forrest hit .267 last year en route to her MVP honor. In 42 games she led the team with four
doubles, 21 RBI and tied for the team bests with her 10 doubles and one homerun. More than a
power hitter, Forrest also stole six of the seven bases she tried for. In the field, she was credit-
ed with just one error in 62 attempts (.985). Nelson, who served as the team's designated hitter
for most of the 2004 season, hit .298 with 34 hits, seven doubles, a triple and 19 RBI.

Dively's do-it-all abilities were evident in 2004 as the second-team All-CCIW outfielder also
saw time on the mound and proved herself a capable hitter. Dively finished with the best batting

average of the 2004 starters (.352) and had 37 hits, eight doubles, two triples and 14 RBI. She also
went 6-3 on the mound with a 2.64 ERA in 13 appearances. She threw eight complete games and
recorded one save and 33 strikeouts. 

On the outfield's left side, Wood returns after leading the team with a .353 batting average. She
emerged into the lineup in the last half of the season after doing pinch-running early in the season.
She started five of the 16 games she played and was 6-of-17 at the plate with nine runs scored and a
.471 slugging percentage. Smith returns after starting 14 of the 20 games she played in 2004 and
Johnson returns for her junior season after played in 14 games last year with eight starts.

On the mound, senior Amanda Hanley is back and looking to improve on her team-low 1.25 ERA.
In 24 appearances in 2004, Hanley recorded an 11-9 record with 17 complete games and one save.
In 128.2 innings pitched, she had a team-high 90 strikeouts and kept opponents off balance, allowing
them just a .200 average against her. Mills' rotation will likely including Hanley, Dively and freshman
Liz Cook. The Big Blue will have a new face behind the plate to make up the batter. Johnson, sopho-
more Kate Blackburn and freshman Brenna Matysik will spend the preseason fighting for the starting
spot.

In addition to Cook, several freshmen look to earn a spots in the lineup in 2005 including catch-
er/outfielder Mollie Starke, first baseman Elizabeth Rasine and outfielders Sharlie Schable, Kendra

Herbst and twin sisters Jennifer and Alayna Hirsch. 
Millikin is scheduled to open its season at home against Fontbonne on March 12.

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The College Conference of Illinois and Wisconsin (CCIW) celebrates
its 59th year this season. Millikin is one of the four charter members
with uninterrupted membership.

In National Collegiate Athletic Association Division III competition,
CCIW schools have won 30 NCAA titles in 54 years. The schools
have won seven titles in men's basketball, one in women's basketball,
11 in men's cross country, four in football, four in men's swimming,
one in men's soccer, one in women’s soccer, two in men's outdoor
track & field, one in men’s indoor track & field and two in volleyball.

The original nine-member league was formed at a meeting in
Jacksonville, Ill. on April 26, 1946, and began competition during the
1946-47 school year as the College Conference of Illinois. The name
was changed in May 1967 to recognize the two Wisconsin schools,
Carroll and Carthage. Charter members were Millikin, Augustana,
Carthage (then located in Illinois), Elmhurst, Illinois College, Illinois
Wesleyan, Lake Forest, North Central and Wheaton.

Carthage left in 1952 and returned in 1961, while Illinois College
departed in 1953 and Lake Forest left in 1967. Wheaton left in 1959
and returned in 1967, and Elmhurst dropped out in 1960 only to
return in 1967. Carroll joined in 1955 and left in 1992 and North Park
became a member in 1962.

Originally staging competition only for men, women's sports were
added to the CCIW slate in 1986.

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Griswold Physical Education Center 
Griswold Center is perfect for the intercollegiate athlete or intramu-
ral player. The Center provides a gymnasium to seat 4,000, a run-
ning track and three regulation-size basketball courts. Millikin hosts
several high school tournaments and games including the annual
IHSA Class A Girls and Boys Supersectionals.

The men’s and women’s basket-
ball, women’s volleyball and men’s
wrestling teams also compete in
Griswold Center’s gym and its six-
lane McIntosh Pool is home to the
Big Blue men’s and women’s swim
teams. The building also houses
classrooms, staff offices, athletic
training facilities and locker rooms.

Just north of Griswold Center,
Millikin’s track & field teams take

advantage of 1997 renovations that included
an eight-lane, all-weather track. The USATF
Youth Athletic Championships were held on
the track in both 2000 and 2001 and Millikin
also hosted the NCAA Division III Outdoor
Track & Field Championships in 2001 and
2004. 

Several Big Blue teams make use
of off-campus facilities. The women’s tennis

teams play and practice at the Fairview Park Tennis Complex, located just across
the street from campus. The men’s and women’s golf teams frequent the city’s three golf courses while the Big Blue
baseball program calls Sunnyside Park home. The softball team plays its home games at Borg-Warner Sports
Complex while the cross country teams do most of their training at Fairview Park on the paved, grass and dirt trails
that trace the historic Interurban Railway. The trails lead
through Kiwanis Park to the Macon County Conservation
District Bikeway to the Rock Springs Environmental Center.
The soccer teams play on fields just south of the DISC.

Decatur Indoor S port s Center (DISC)  at Millikin
Constructed in January 2000 in conjunction with the
Decatur Park District, the DISC
is a 87,000 square foot, on-
campus athletic facility. 

The DISC's new weight
rooms are the perfect place for
the serious athlete or amateur
to work up a sweat.
