Millikin comes into the 2005-06 swim season minus six-time All-American Tom Sur, but head coach Paul Kueterman and the Big
Blue swim teams are geared up for a season where they can show just how much potential they have.

Kueterman believes his teams' biggest accomplishments are still ahead of them and that followers of CCIW Swimming will see
Millikin take its program to a new level this season. With a proud tradition of swimming history behind it, the Big Blue is looking to
regain the elite status it held in the 1980s.

With the CCIW title just out of reach in past years, the Big Blue will not be satisfied until it can bring the title home to Millikin,
and one step in that process has happened in Kueterman's first summer of recruiting.

Excited by the knowledge that his teams will compete with any team and be competitive at the conference meet, Kueterman
expects senior captains Paul Yemm, Dave Winikates, Kara Bryant and Jeni Thompson to provide the necessary leadership to
bring the team's youth and experience together, as well as playing integral roles themselves.

It will be tough to replace what Sur did for Millikin in the breast events, but Kueterman is confident that Yemm, who earned
Honorable Mention All-America honors and a CCIW title in the 200 fly in 2004-05, can fill the role of mentor and pass a strong
work ethic to his teammates. Bryant, last season's women's MVP, will be counted upon to be the spark on the women and help
lead them to new heights. Also looked to for experience and points in competition will be seniors Cassie Sabo, Luke Towry, Chris
Bass and Scott Lithgow, juniors Emily Scannura, Mia Gardner and Rudolph Oates and sophomores Erin Jurgens, Chelsea Pierce,

Matt Irle and Jared Miller.

Kueterman expects his newcomers to add tremendous depth to an already talented program. Solid athletes, good times
to work with and an unrivaled work ethic run across the board in his class of 19 freshmen. Katie Bass, Ashley Bielecki, Jackie
Rage, Farrin Gregg, Molly Jennings, Lindsay Mateski, Danielle Napoleoni, Natalie Perfetti, Leah Swenson and Kari Turner will
add to a small women's squad and will have a marked impact on the program immediately. The men's freshmen class will also
compete and score for Millikin as the Big Blue welcomes Jon Reppy, Brian Stryzek, Andrew and Steven Tydd, Zach Harbison,
Alex Hurst, Michael Oates, Jake Puchalski and Lee Schmidt.

According to Kueterman, the 2005-06 season will be built on how well the team evolves as a group, and if it can stay
positive and motivated throughout the long season. Other keys to the season will be how the freshmen step in and fill big roles
that were lacking last year. But Kueterman is confident that if the Big Blue stays focused as a team, it will compete with any-
one.

In addition to fighting for a CCIW title by the season's end, Kueterman hopes that his team will continue to improve and
send athletes to the NCAA Championships. Millikin has sent a swimmer to the NCAA Champions for each of the last seven

seasons.

The Big Blue open the seasons Oct. 29 at the CCIW Invite.

Griswold Physical Education Center

Griswold Center is perfect for the intercollegiate athlete or intramu-
ral player. The Center provides a gymnasium to seat 3.052, a run-
ning track and three regulation-size basketball courts. Millikin hosts
several high school tournaments and games including the annual
IHSA Class A Girls and Boys Supersectionals. Recent renovations

include new bleachers on the west
side, a fresh coat of paint, a new gym
floor design and new scoreboards.
The men’s and women'’s basketball,
women'’s volleyball and men’s
wrestling teams also compete in
Griswold Center’s gym and its six-
lane Mclintosh Pool is home to the
Big Blue men’s and women’s swim
teams. The building also houses
classrooms, staff offices, athletic

training facilities and locker rooms.

Just north of Griswold Center, Millikin's
track & field teams take advantage of 1997
renovations that included an eight-lane, all-
weather track. The USATF Youth Athletic
Championships were held on the track in
both 2000 and 2001 and Millikin also hosted
the NCAA Division Il Outdoor Track & Field
Championships in 2001.

Several Big Blue teams make use of off-campus facilities. The men’s and

women’s tennis teams play and practice at the Fairview Park Tennis Complex, located just across the street from
campus. The men’s and women'’s golf teams frequent the city’s three golf courses while the Big Blue baseball pro-
gram calls Sunnyside Park home. The softball team plays its home games at Borg-Warner Sports Complex while the

cross country teams do most of their training at Fairview
Park on the paved, grass and dirt trails that trace the his-
toric Interurban Railway. The trails lead through Kiwanis

Park to the Macon County Conservation District Bikeway
to the Rock Springs Environmental Center.

Decatur Indoor S ports Center (DISC) at Millikin
Constructed in January 2000

in conjunction with the
Decatur Park District, the
DISC is a 87,000 square foot,
on-campus athletic facility.
The DISC's new weight
rooms are the perfect place

for the serious athlete or
amateur to work up a sweat.
Upstairs facilities include
machine weights, cardiovas-
cular equipment and indoor
golf facilities while the lower-level room provides an
expanse of free-weights and dumbbells. The DISC
also features a 200-meter indoor running track and
indoor soccer and basketball facilities as well as a
