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What James Millikin envisioned when he
founded the University in 1901 was
unique: the university would embrace the
"practical" side of learning along with the
"literary and classical;" and, while affiliated
with the Presbyterian Church, it would not
be narrowly "sectarian" and would remain
open to all. 

The result is one of the nation's first
small, comprehensive universities that, a
century later, has four colleges and
schools: College of Arts and Sciences,
College of Fine Arts, School of Nursing
and Tabor School of Business. 

With an enrollment of approximately
2,400 students, Millikin is a devoted part-
ner to the Decatur-area community. Its
students learn through real-world projects
and learn to see connections with other
academic disciplines to demonstrate the
diversity of human experience, the interac-
tions between technology and society….
They learn about themselves and others,
developing a respect for differences and
for the dignity of all. 

The University subscribes to the phi-
losophy of the NCAA Division III and offers
no scholarships for athletes, but Millikin
has enjoyed a broad and successful ath-
letics program for many years. Teams and
individuals in every sport have earned
national recognition. More than 50 percent
of Millikin students are involved in athletics
at some point during their collegiate
careers. 

Sports for women include cross country,
tennis, volleyball, basketball, soccer,
swimming, softball, indoor and outdoor
track & field and golf. Sports for men
include cross country, football, soccer,
basketball, swimming, wrestling, golf, 
indoor and outdoor track & field and base-
ball.

looking at 2004-05
A solid collegiate swimmer himself while a student at Millikin, first year head coach Paul Kueterman welcomes back a wealth
of talent and a hopeful group of newcomers to his 2004-05 Big Blue swim teams. The men finished 3rd and the women took
5th in last year's College Conference of Illinois and Wisconsin (CCIW) Championships and both teams return the talent and
depth to challenge for a better finish this season.

The men, who finished 5-1 in dual action a year ago, return their entire squad. Senior four-time All-American Tom Sur
and juniors Paul Yemm and Jared Giuffre lead the returners. The women lose four seniors to graduation but return junior
Kristin Peterson who earned a B Cut for the NCAA Championships in her first season of college swimming. 

One of the most decorated swimmers in Millikin history, Sur looks to cap his career with a third trip to the NCAA
Championships after finishing sixth in the 100 breast and fourth in the 200 breast last year and earning All-America honors in
each. His preliminary time in the 200 breast (2:02.29) was the fastest of the day and broke Millikin's 16-year old record set
by Rodney Miller in 1988 (2:02.62) and the CCIW open record. At the CCIW Championships, Sur took individual titles in both
the 100 and 200 breast events for the second straight season and finished fourth in the 200 IM.

Also looking to improve on last year's success, Giuffre returns after winning both the 500 and 1,650 free events at the
CCIW Championships and Yemm took the titles in both the 100 and 200 fly. Both earned NCAA B cuts in
their respective events a year ago but did not qualify for the championships. 

The men's relay teams should also continue to improve. Yemm, Giuffre, Sur and junior Luke Towry
teamed up for the 400 free (4th at CCIW), 400 medley (2nd at CCIW) and 200 medley (3rd at CCIW)
while Yemm, Giuffre, Towry and junior Scott Lithgow took 3rd in the 800 free relay at the league champi-
onships.

Juniors Chris Bass, Mac Funk, Justin Thomas and Robert Novara, and sophomores Sean Hoff, Nate
Lynch, Andy Novak and Rudolph Oates all return and should add considerable depth to Millikin's experi-
enced squad.

Peterson and the women (3-3 dual record in 2003-04) head into the season looking to move up in the league standings and prove that last year's times
were building blocks for future success. Individually, Peterson wrapped up her first CCIW Championships with an individual title in the 100 breast and a second-
place in the 200 breast.

The women's relays also offered solid competition last year. Both the 200 and 400 medleys placed fifth. Junior Kara Bryant, senior Sarah Mastalski and
Peterson return from both teams while junior Jeni Thompson is also back from the 400 medley team. Seniors Kristi Kofron and Jessie Rzeszutko, junior Cassie
Sabo and sophomores Mia Gardiner and Emily Scannura also return and hope solid times will help boost their team's CCIW finish. 

Kueterman, who spent the last two seasons as the assistant coach at The College of Wooster, expects good things from his newcomers as well. Matthew
Irle, Jared Miller, Jon Noyes, Dave Winikates, Amy Baird, Rachel Blickensderfer, Amy Hayden, Erin Jurgens, Candace McCarty, Jacquie Moutray and Kristen
Wilson all join the Big Blue in 2004-05 hopeful that they can contribute early to the Millikin swim program.

The swim teams open their seasons on Oct. 30 at CCIW Fall Classic.

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Griswold Physical Education Center 
Griswold Center is perfect for the intercollegiate athlete or intramural
player. The Center provides a gymnasium to seat 4,000, a running
track and three regulation-size basketball courts. Millikin hosts sev-
eral high school tournaments and games including the annual IHSA
Class A Girls and Boys Supersectionals.

The men’s and women’s basket-
ball, women’s volleyball and men’s
wrestling teams also compete in
Griswold Center’s gym and its six-
lane McIntosh Pool is home to the Big
Blue men’s and women’s swim
teams. The building also houses
classrooms, staff offices, athletic
training facilities and locker rooms.

Just north of Griswold Center,
Millikin’s track & field teams take

advantage of 1997 renovations that included
an eight-lane, all-weather track. The USATF
Youth Athletic Championships were held on
the track in both 2000 and 2001 and Millikin
also hosted the NCAA Division III Outdoor
Track & Field Championships in 2001. 

Several Big Blue teams make use of off-
campus facilities. The men’s and women’s
tennis teams play and practice at the

Fairview Park Tennis Complex, located just across the street from campus. The
men’s and women’s golf teams frequent the city’s three golf courses while the Big Blue baseball program calls
Sunnyside Park home. The softball team plays its home games at Borg-Warner Sports Complex while the cross coun-
try teams do most of their training at Fairview Park on the paved, grass and dirt trails that trace the historic Interurban
Railway. The trails lead through Kiwanis Park to the Macon
County Conservation District Bikeway to the Rock Springs
Environmental Center. The men’s and women’s soccer
teams play their home schedule at Stephen Decatur
Middle School and also make use of Fairview Park’s spa-
cious areas for practices.

Decatur Indoor S port s
Center (DISC)  at Millikin
Newly constructed in
January 2000 in conjunction
with the Decatur Park
District, the DISC is a 87,000
square foot, on-campus ath-
letic facility. 

The DISC's new weight
rooms are the perfect place
