Debbie Kiick begins her fifth year as the head volleyball
coach at Millikin in 2005. After a 16-19 inaugural campaign in
2001, the Big Blue finished with in a fourth-place tie (3-4) in
the College Conference of Illinois and Wisconsin (CCIW)
with a 31-10 overall record in 2004 when it took second in
the CCIW Tournament.

In four seasons, Kiick’s players have garnered several all-conference hon-
ors, including the 2001 Freshman of the Year. She has had nine All-CCIW
selections, including three in 2004. 

Kiick, who took the helm in 2001 from 14-year veteran Linda Slagell, served
as the head volleyball coach at Warrensburg-Latham High School for 11 sea-
sons prior to joining Millikin’s coaching staff. At Warrensburg, she led her
Cardinals to 275 wins and just 83 losses, earning the Macon County Volleyball
Coach of the Year honor four times. 

Not only did Kiick lead the Warrensburg-Latham High School volleyball team
to success, she also guided the Warrensburg-Latham Middle School volleyball
program to seven state finals appearances in five years.

Leah Thomas, Assist ant Coach
Leah Thomas joins the Big Blue in 2005 as the Assistant Volleyball Coach. After spending the last two years as the junior
varsity volleyball coach at Lovington High School, Thomas also has coaching experience with the Crossroads Volleyball
Club. As a player, Thomas played four years at Lovington High School, earning various all-conference, all-area and state
regional honors. Thomas earned her Bachelor of Science degree in Recreation Administration from Eastern Illinois
University. 

2005 cciw preseason poll
In 2004, the Elmhurst and Carthage volleyball teams shared the
College Conference of Illinois and Wisconsin title. In 2005, CCIW
coaches predict that Elmhurst will win the title outright after beating
out Carthage by three points to earn the top spot in the 2005
volleyball pre-season poll. 

Elmhurst, which finished 32-11 in 2004, won the poll with 47
points, including five first place votes. Carthage (31-6 in 2004) fin-
ished second with 44 points, including three first place votes.
Elmhurst won the conference tournament title over Millikin in three
games last season, but shared the overall title with Carthage based
on a point system. The CCIW did away with the point system for 2005
and will determine a conference champion through the regular season
standings. 

Illinois Wesleyan (22-15) was third in the pre-season poll, tallying
35 points, while Millikin (31-10) placed fourth with 34 points.

- In CCIW games last season, Millikin ranked first in digs and posted a new school record with 3,419 digs in 2004.
- As a team, Millikin finished No. 35 in the NCAA in digs per game (22.06), No. 47 in win percentage (.756) and No. 48 in kills per game (14.53).
- Outside hitter Stacey Stegeman was third in the CCIW in kills (3.32 pg).
- Defensive specialist Katie Crumley ranked first in the CCIW in digs with 7.43 pg. She was also No. 15 in the NCAA in digs per game.
- Jamie Florey moved to fifth in Millikin history in career blocks with 313. 
- Katie Crumley set a new season record in digs with 1007 and took over the first spot in career digs (2,274).
- Kate Schnacke moved into third in season blocks (145) and fourth in season hit percent (.344).
- Stacey Stegeman moved into first in Millikin history in career kills with 1,528. 
- Jenny Moery finished the season with the third-best hit percentage in Millikin history (.357) and was 45th in the NCAA in that category.
- Sam Synowiecki’ s dig totals for the 2004 season moved her into No. 3 in season digs (604) and No. 3 in career digs (1,383).

2004 awards & highlight s
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looking at 2005
Head coach Debbie Kiick and her Big Blue volleyball squad are ready
to compete for a conference championship in 2005.  

Millikin went 31-10 in 2004 with a second place finish in the CCIW
Tournament as three players were named to All-CCIW teams. The Big
Blue is consistently ranked among the best teams in the league, own-
ing a .611 win percentage in 30 seasons. The team is 92-61 under
Kiick and it is hoping to bring home her first CCIW title and the first for
the Big Blue since 1999.

At the heart of this year's high hopes are five seniors who are pas-
sionate about playing, conditioning and competing in 2005. The Big
Blue expect to leave it all on the floor and compete as hard as they can
night in and night out. The strength of the Big Blue will be the team's
experience, chemistry, athleticism, high-energy, powerful front line and
strong defense.

Millikin returns two seniors who earned All-CCIW honors in 2004.
Libero Katie Crumley was a second-team All-CCIW selection for the
second-straight year and was named the league's Defensive Player of
the Week three times during the 2004 season. She was named to four
all-tournament teams including the CCIW Tournament. In 2004, she
broke her own single-season record for digs in a season (1,007) and
moved into first place in career digs (2,274). Crumley led both the Big
Blue and the league in digs with 1,007 and 208, respectively.  

Jamie Florey was an honorable mention CCIW selection and
earned all-tournament honors in three tournaments in 2004. She was
second in kills (412) and third in blocks (113) for Millikin and 10th in
kills (79) in the CCIW. In 2004, Florey moved into fifth in Millikin history
in career blocks (313).

Big contributions are also expected from the seniors Jackie
Christensen, Jenny Moery and Samantha Synowiecki. In 2004, Moery
was third on the team in kills (378) and moved into No. 3 in season hit
percentage (.357). Synowiecki was fifth on the team in kills (289) and
was second in digs (604), moving into No. 3 in season and career dig
categories.

Junior Katie Schnake and sophomore Jessica LeClaire both saw
significant action in 2004 and  Kiick will also look to them for 2005’s
success. Junior Anna Gulbrandsen is also expected to compete for a
starting spot after recovering from shoulder surgery last winter.

A lot of depth on the bench will also be a key for the Big Blue with sophomores Susie Bull, Rachel
Cook and Cassie Fouts all expected to be key members of the 2005 varsity squad.

A heavily weighted schedule will immerse the Big Blue into “big game” situations early and often in
2005. Looking to increase her team’s consistency, focus and stamina in preparation for a run at the
CCIW title, Kiick has scheduled some of the region’s powerhouse teams. The Big Blue will twice com-
pete at tournaments at University of Wisconsin schools, and will also face stiff competition at Illinois
Wesleyan, DePauw and a trip to Emory University in Atlanta, Ga. 

For the first time, the 2005 CCIW Tournament Champion will receive the league’s automatic NCAA
berth and Kiick is confident a tougher schedule will go a long way toward getting her team ready.

The College Conference of Illinois and Wisconsin (CCIW) celebrates
its 60th year this season. Millikin is one of the four charter members
with uninterrupted membership.

In National Collegiate Athletic Association Division III competition,
CCIW schools have won 31 titles in 59 years of league competition.
The schools have won seven titles in men's basketball, two in
women's basketball, 11 in men's cross country, four in football, four in
men's swimming, one in men's soccer, one in women’s soccer, two in
men's outdoor track & field, one in men’s indoor track & field and two
in volleyball.

The original nine-member league was formed at a meeting in
Jacksonville, Ill. on April 26, 1946, and began competition during the
1946-47 school year as the College Conference of Illinois. The name
was changed in May 1967 to recognize the two Wisconsin schools,
Carroll and Carthage. Charter members were Millikin, Augustana,
Carthage (then located in Illinois), Elmhurst, Illinois College, Illinois
Wesleyan, Lake Forest, North Central and Wheaton.

Carthage left in 1952 and returned in 1961, while Illinois College
departed in 1953 and Lake Forest left in 1967. Wheaton left in 1959
and returned in 1967, and Elmhurst dropped out in 1960 only to
return in 1967. Carroll joined in 1955 and left in 1992 and North Park
became a member in 1962.

Originally staging competition only for men, women's sports were
added to the CCIW slate in 1986.

side, a fresh coat of paint, a new gym
floor design and new scoreboards.

The men’s and women’s basketball,
women’s volleyball and men’s
wrestling teams also compete in
Griswold Center’s gym and its six-
lane McIntosh Pool is home to the
Big Blue men’s and women’s swim
teams. The building also houses
classrooms, staff offices, athletic

training facilities and locker rooms.
Just north of Griswold Center, Millikin’s

track & field teams take advantage of 1997
renovations that included an eight-lane, all-
weather track. The USATF Youth Athletic
Championships were held on the track in
both 2000 and 2001 and Millikin also hosted
the NCAA Division III Outdoor Track & Field
Championships in 2001. 

Several Big Blue teams make use of off-campus facilities. The men’s and
women’s tennis teams play and practice at the Fairview Park Tennis Complex, located just across the street from
campus. The men’s and women’s golf teams frequent the city’s three golf courses while the Big Blue baseball pro-
gram calls Sunnyside Park home. The softball team plays its home games at Borg-Warner Sports Complex while the
cross country teams do most of their training at Fairview
Park on the paved, grass and dirt trails that trace the his-
toric Interurban Railway. The trails lead through Kiwanis
Park to the Macon County Conservation District Bikeway
to the Rock Springs Environmental Center.

on-campus athletic facility.
