What James Millikin envisioned when he
founded the University in 1901 was
unique: the university would embrace the
"practical" side of learning along with the
"literary and classical;" and, while affiliated
with the Presbyterian Church, it would not
be narrowly "sectarian" and would remain
open to all.

The result is one of the nation's first
small, comprehensive universities that, a
century later, has four colleges and
schools: College of Arts and Sciences,
College of Fine Arts, School of Nursing
and Tabor School of Business.

With an enrollment of approximately
2,400 students, Millikin is a devoted part-
ner to the Decatur-area community. Its
students learn through real-world projects
and learn to see connections with other
academic disciplines to demonstrate the
diversity of human experience, the interac-
tions between technology and society....
They learn about themselves and others,
developing a respect for differences and
for the dignity of all.

The University subscribes to the phi-
losophy of the NCAA Division Il and offers
no scholarships for athletes, but Millikin
has enjoyed a broad and successful ath-
letics program for many years. Teams and
individuals in every sport have earned
national recognition. More than 50 percent
of Millikin students are involved in athletics
at some point during their collegiate
careers.

Sports for women include cross country,
tennis, volleyball, basketball, soccer,
swimming, softball, indoor and outdoor
track & field and golf. Sports for men
include cross country, football, soccer,
basketball, swimming, wrestling, golf,
indoor and outdoor track & field and base-
ball.

In her 18 seasons at the helm of the women’s basketball program,
Lori Kerans’ teams have won or tied for 10 College Conference of
lllinois and Wisconsin (CCIW) titles and earned 10 berths into the

NCAA Division Il playoffs.

Along with her coaching duties, Kerans is also
the Director of Athletics & Recreation.

She has been named CCIW Coach of the Year
six times, including 1996-97 and 1997-98 when she
led Millikin to a school record 25 victories each
season. She has also been honored by the lllinois
Basketball Coaches Association eight times as
their College Coach of the Year for Division Ill and
was named the Molten/Division 11l News Coach of
the Year in 1997-98.

Millikin became the first team in CCIW men’s or
women’s basketball history to win five straight
championships with its 1997-98 title. The Big Blue
won at least 20 games during the eight-year span
from 1993-94 to 2000-01, something no other
women'’s team has accomplished in CCIW history.

Kerans is Millikin’s all-time winningest coach
and owns a 353-118 mark. In 18 years, she has
had 16 winning seasons and owns a .749 winning
percentage. Her winning percentage ranks her 17th
nationally among active Division Ill coaches and
12th in career wins.

She owns an 186-37 record in games at
Griswold Center and led the Big Blue to 46-game
home winning streak from January of 1997 to
2001. Kerans and her teams have won 141 of their
last 156 games at home.

A 1985 graduate of Millikin, Kerans was a
four-year basketball letter winner and a three-year

softball letter winner. As a senior during the NCAA basketball tourna-
ment, Kerans was named the Central Regional’'s Most Valuable
Player and was a Final Four All-Tournament Team selection. The Big
Blue finished third at the NCAA Division 11l Basketball Championships
that season and Kerans was named Millikin’s Most Valuable Player.

Kerans is believed to be the first woman to play in

and coach in the Division Ill tournament and owns an
NCAA tournament record of 12-11. Her teams have
advanced as far as the round of eight.

In softball, Kerans was a second-team Academic All-
American in 1985 and team MVP in 1984. In 1985, she
received the University’'s M Award, given annually to the
senior woman who has contributed the most to the ath-

letics program.

Kerans earned a master’s degree at lllinois State
University after graduating from Millikin. She is a 1991
inductee into the Millikin Athletic Hall of Fame and was
inducted into the Decatur Athletic Hall of Fame in June

1998.

45 ASWF All-America, ASWF All-Region, NCAA
19 Final Four All-Tournament, NCAA Central
49 Regional MVP and Millikin MVP honors. She

Dick Marshall

Dick Marshall is in his 10th year as Millikin's
assistant coach after a 33-year career as
head coach at Cumberland and Mt. Zion High
Schools.

Marshall began his coaching career at
Cumberland before being named coach at
Mt. Zion, where he compiled a 301-128 (.702)
record in 16 seasons. His teams won eight Apollo Conference
titles, seven regional championships and three sectional titles.

Marshall, who was named Macon County Coach of the
Year six times, teaches in Millikin's Exercise Science and Sport
program.

He is a graduate of Paxton High School and earned his
bachelor’s degree from Eastern lllinois University. Marshall and
his wife, Gloria, have two daughers, Kim and Shelly, and four
grandchildren: Andrew, Josh, Blake and Courtney.

Brianna Morrow

Brianna Morrow joins the Millikin coaching
staff for the first time in 2004-05. Morrow, who
completed her college basketball career in a
Big Blue uniform, graduated from the univer-
sity in 2003 with a degree in Exercise
Science and Sport.

In addition to her basketball duties at
Millikin, Morrow teaches junior high physical education and
health at Argenta-Oreana and coaches 8th grade girls basket-
ball and junior high boys track.

A product of Central A&M High School, Morrow played on
Millikin's 2002-03 team. At Central A&M, she lettered four
times each in basketball and track and once in cross country.

Morrow and her husband Quinn, an assistant coach with
Millikin's football team, live in Decatur.

griswold physical education center

Griswold Physical Education Center has been the
home of Millikin University basketball since the 1970-
71 season. The Big Blue men christened the new facili-
ty with a 108-77 victory over Grinnell on Dec. 1, 1970.
The men also won the basketball program’s 1,000th
game at Griswold Center, a 67-54 victory over North
Central on Jan. 11, 1995.

Three regulation-size basketball courts are located
in the fieldhouse portion of the building, which is 114
by 192 feet. The original Tartan surface was replaced
by a maple floor in 1989. Seating for 3,082 spectators

is available in Griswold Center. In the summer of 2004,

new bleachers were installed on the building’s west side. In addition to traditional bleacher seating, fold-down style chairs are

also part of the new bleacher design.

Griswold Center also houses a six-lane swimming pool, classrooms, offices, locker rooms and a training room. The building is
named to recognize the gift of Mr. and Mrs. John C. Griswold. Mr. Griswold was a member of the class of 1923 and a former

University trustee.

2004-05 cciw preseason poll

Millikin won the College Conference of lllinois
& Wisconsin women'’s basketball title in
2003-04 with a 12-2 record, finishing one
game ahead of second place Wheaton. The
Big Blue is the favorite to repeat in 2004-05
according to a preseason vote of league
coaches. Millikin was a unanimous pick after
its 22-6 overall campaign last year, drawing
49 out of 49 points and seven first place
votes. Wheaton, which was 21-7 a year ago
and 11-3 in the league, nailed down the run-
ner-up position with 42 points and one first
place vote.

There was a heated battle for spots three
through seven with North Park and Carthage
finishing in a tie for third with 28 points each.
North Central took fifth with 26 points and
lllinois Wesleyan was sixth with 24 while
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Augustana was seventh with 20. EImhurst
was chosen eighth with seven points.

The CCIW coaches all voted in this poll
and they were not allowed to vote for their
own teams.

looking at 2004-05

A tradition of basketball excellence brought them to Millikin as freshmen.
Now these student-athletes will learn what its like to play with a bulls-eye on their back.
If last year's Top 32 finish in the nation (22-6, 12-2 CCIW), a handful of preseason honors from the most respected predic-
tors and a unanimous preseason CCIW title nod are on target, opponents will again be aiming for the Big Blue in 2004-05.
Now all head coach Lori Kerans and her squad of seasoned veterans have to do is play up to their own, and

the country's, expectations.

"We are very excited about the potential of this team. The mix of returning players with quality experi-
ence and new players with a willingness to learn is exciting. The off-season and preseason were very effec-
tive for us and this team appears to have the height, speed, quickness and strength," Kerans said.
"Nonetheless, my coaching experience leads me to believe success is based less on talent and potential
and is more directly linked to how well the team works together, and how fully individuals accept their roles
as part of the team."

After earning a 10th CCIW title and 10th trip to the NCAA Championships, the Big Blue earned marks as
high as No. 18 in the preseason polls (d3hoops.com). Heading into the
season's opener Millikin players are also garnering national recognition.
Senior point guard Audrey Minott has already been named a preseason All-
American and the early pick to be the CCIW Player of the Year (both by
Women's D3 News).

The Big Blue's opponents will have to do a lot more than stop Minott
though.

Millikin's 2004-05 squad returns intact.

And if the starting lineup picks up where last year's 22-6 season left off,
juniors Karin Olson, Joanna Conner, Lindsey Koehn and Laura Zimmerman
will surround Minott. After its 12-2 CCIW title run, Minott was a first-team
All-CCIW selection while Koehn was named to the second team and
Conner was listed on the third team.

Olson led four players in double-digit scoring a year ago (13.3 ppg, 6.5
rpg). Zimmerman averaged 11.3 ppg and Koehn finished the year at 10.5
ppg and 6.2 rpg. Conner was just behind with 10.1 ppg and a team-high
8.0 rpg.

Minott averaged 7.9 ppg and while leading the Big Blue with 92 assists
and spearheading the defense with 81 steals. Koehn piled up 72 steals and
68 assists on the year while Olson and Conner picked up 68 and 63
assists, respectively.

With 10 of 11 letter winners returning, all of the Big Blue's weapons off
the bench are also back in seniors Abby Gerlesits (missed last season
studying abroad and nursing an injury) and Kristin Trotter (2.0 ppg) and
sophomores Angela Vollmer (team Newcomer of the Year, 5.4 ppg, 3.0 rpg)
and Christi Blackburn (2.0 ppg).

A solid recruiting class should also play into the success of this year's
team, led by Decatur St. Teresa's undefeated IHSA Class A State
Championship teammates Lindsay Ippel and Andrea Riebock. In addition to
its already strong core of players, the Big Blue could see considerable
depth off the bench from its freshmen.

The Big Blue open the 2004-05 season at its own Coaches vs. Cancer Tournament on Nov. 19.
When the CCIW season gets underway in January, Millikin will be looking for its 11th CCIW title
and NCAA appearance under Kerans. The team looks to stay atop the standings and keep its

momentum after jumping five spots for the title last year. In 2002-03, Millikin finished 13-11, 6-8
(6th in CCIW) before turning it up a notch and finishing 22-6, 12-2 (1st in CCIW) last year.
Will 2004-05 reflect a transition from young talent to viable contender? This is a season you don't want to miss!

coaches vs. cancer program

In 1993, the National Association of Basketball Coaches
formed a partnership with the American Cancer Society to aid
the funding of cancer research and increase awareness of
cancer prevention among the fans of college basketball. In
1995, the Women’s Basketball Coaches Association joined the
team and this two seasons ago IKON Office Solutions became
a national sponsor with a three-year, two-million dollar commit-
ment.

Millikin head women’s basketball coach Lori Kerans was
diagnosed with breast cancer seven years ago. She was con-
tacted about getting involved in the program and said she had
no indecision to take part.

“Both our men’s and women'’s basketball teams will take
part in the program,” Kerans said. “We believe we're one of
the first Division Il institution in the nation to be participating
with both men’s and women'’s basketball in Coaches vs.
Cancer throughout the entire season.”

Millikin raised more than $10,000 during its first year in
1998-99 and more than $20,000 last season.

Kerans said there are three things the program focuses on:

research, patient services and prevention programs.

“At Millikin, we are focusing most of our attention on the
education aspect of cancer,” Kerans said. “We want to make
ourselves available to any setting: a church group, a school,

anywhere we can bring a message about cancer. We don’t
want to overwhelm people, but just say to them that cancer
can be treated as any other opponent or challenge.”

“Participating college coaches partner with the American
Cancer Society, local business, organizations and individual to
raise money for each made three-point field goal,” Kerans
said. “All proceeds benefit the local and state ACS chapters.
More than 400 men’s and women'’s college coaches are partic-
ipating nationwide and to date have raised more than $16 mil-
lion.”

The Coaches vs. Cancer Challenge competition will be
held on Feb. 20 from 3-6 p.m. in Griswold Center. Teams of
five will attempt 3-point shots for one minute. Corporate teams
can enter for $500 , student groups (youth, high school, col-
lege) can enter for $100. Teams will receive T-shirts, recogni-
tion in Millikin basketball game programs, the opportunity to
hang banners in Griswold Center during the Coaches vs.
Cancer Challenge and post-competition coupons for Lock,
Stock & Barrel.

Griswold Center is perfect for the intercollegiate athlete or intramu-
ral player. The Center provides a gymnasium to seat 4,000, a run-
ning track and three regulation-size basketball courts. Millikin hosts
several high school tournaments and games including the annual
IHSA Class A Girls and Boys Supersectionals.

The men’s and women’s basketball,
women’s volleyball and men’s
wrestling teams also compete in
Griswold Center’s gym and its six-
lane Mclintosh Pool is home to the
Big Blue men’s and women’s swim
teams. The building also houses
classrooms, staff offices, athletic
training facilities and locker rooms.

Just north of Griswold Center,
Millikin’s track & field teams take
advantage of 1997 renovations that included
an eight-lane, all-weather track. The USATF
Youth Athletic Championships were held on
the track in both 2000 and 2001 and Millikin
also hosted the NCAA Division Ill Outdoor
Track & Field Championships in 2001.

Several Big Blue teams make use of off-
campus facilities. The men’s and women'’s

tennis teams play and practice at the
Fairview Park Tennis Complex, located just across the street from campus. The

men’s and women'’s golf teams frequent the city’s three golf courses while the Big Blue baseball program calls
Sunnyside Park home. The softball team plays its home games at Borg-Warner Sports Complex while the cross
country teams do most of their training at Fairview Park on the paved, grass and dirt trails that trace the historic

Interurban Railway. The trails lead through Kiwanis Park
to the Macon County Conservation District Bikeway to the
Rock Springs Environmental Center. The men’s and
women’s soccer teams play their home schedule at
Stephen Decatur Middle School and also make use of
Fairview Park’s spacious areas for practices.
