The Millikin men’s and women'’s golf teams
use some of the best public golf courses in
the United States right here in Decatur. The
Big Blue plays and practices at two of the
cities five public courses, Scovill Park Golf
Course and Hickory Point Golf Course.

Scovill is located just two miles from the
Millikin campus and provides a 5,782-yard,
par 71 course. Scovill is often referred to as
the “shot-maker’s course” because of its nar-
row, manicured fairways that are hilly and
tree-lined. Its greens are undulating and are
surrounded by mounds.

In the June, 1999 edition of Golf for
Women, Scovill was ranked the third-best
golf course in lllinois for women.

Hickory Point is located in Forsyth, IIl.,
just five miles from campus. It provides a
6,200-yard par 72 course. Hickory Point is a

course for both the beginner and the com-
petitive golfer. Its flat, wide fairways are per-
fect for learning, while long distances and
the ever-present wind provide challenges for
more experienced golfers.

Hickory Point hosts the annual LPGA
Ladies Futures Mini Tour as well as many
high school and college tournaments. It has
a lighted driving range and hosts a variety of
golf clinics for children and adults.

For year round instruction and training,
the indoor practice facility on campus
includes golf simulators, hitting areas, sand
trap, chipping and putting areas and training
and exercise equipment specifically for golf.
With instructors and facilities available this
provides a great opportunity to move your
golf game up a couple notches during the off
season.

Marilyn Dechert is in her fourth season as the head coach of Millikin University’s women'’s golf team in 2005-06. Despite her
impressive golf resume, this is Dechert’s first coaching position.

A nine-time winner of the Decatur City Amateur, Dechert is only two wins shy of the record 11 wins. She earned her first
championship in 1950 at the age of 17 and has won five City Senior Amateur Championships. Also on her list of achieve-
ments, Dechert finished second in the lllinois Senior State Championship in 1998.

A Decatur High School graduate and former Millikin student, Dechert competed for the Big Blue in the National
Collegiate Championships at Ohio State during her freshman season. Despite losing to future LPGA player Kathy McKinnon in the first round,
Dechert worked her way back through the tournament to earn the consolation championship.

In 2002, Dechert took over a six-year old program that had won two consecutive College Conference of Illinois and Wisconsin (CCIW)
Championships and finished sixth as a team at the 2000 NCAA Championships.

A 1957 graduate of Millikin letter-
ing in baseball and track, Dechert is a member of the Quarterback Club adn is on the Millikin Alumni Board. He is a strong
recruiter for the women'’s golf team.

Griswold Physical Education Center

Griswold Center is perfect for the intercollegiate athlete or intramu-
ral player. The Center provides a gymnasium to seat 3.052, a run-
ning track and three regulation-size basketball courts. Millikin hosts
several high school tournaments and games including the annual
IHSA Class A Girls and Boys Supersectionals. Recent renovations

include new bleachers on the west
side, a fresh coat of paint, a new gym
floor design and new scoreboards.
The men’s and women'’s basketball,
women'’s volleyball and men’s
wrestling teams also compete in
Griswold Center’s gym and its six-
lane Mclintosh Pool is home to the
Big Blue men’s and women’s swim
teams. The building also houses
classrooms, staff offices, athletic

training facilities and locker rooms.

Just north of Griswold Center, Millikin's
track & field teams take advantage of 1997
renovations that included an eight-lane, all-
weather track. The USATF Youth Athletic
Championships were held on the track in
both 2000 and 2001 and Millikin also hosted
the NCAA Division Il Outdoor Track & Field
Championships in 2001.

Several Big Blue teams make use of off-campus facilities. The men’s and

women’s tennis teams play and practice at the Fairview Park Tennis Complex, located just across the street from
campus. The men’s and women'’s golf teams frequent the city’s three golf courses while the Big Blue baseball pro-
gram calls Sunnyside Park home. The softball team plays its home games at Borg-Warner Sports Complex while the

cross country teams do most of their training at Fairview
Park on the paved, grass and dirt trails that trace the his-
toric Interurban Railway. The trails lead through Kiwanis

Park to the Macon County Conservation District Bikeway
to the Rock Springs Environmental Center.

Decatur Indoor S ports Center (DISC) at Millikin
Constructed in January 2000

in conjunction with the
Decatur Park District, the
DISC is a 87,000 square foot,
on-campus athletic facility.
The DISC's new weight
rooms are the perfect place

for the serious athlete or
amateur to work up a sweat.
Upstairs facilities include
machine weights, cardiovas-
cular equipment and indoor
golf facilities while the lower-level room provides an
expanse of free-weights and dumbbells. The DISC
also features a 200-meter indoor running track and
indoor soccer and basketball facilities as well as a

rock climbing wall. For more information on the
